From the desk of Mrs. shenker
We have completed our mid-year benchmarks to assess student learning. I am pleased to report that we are progressing toward our school improvement goals!

65% of our 5th graders met the commended standard on the science benchmark.  63% of our upper elementary students met the commended standard on the reading benchmark and 50% on the math benchmark.  These are incredible results, given that the state assessments are still months away.  A number of students are very close to the commended level.  Our school improvement target is 80% commended on all state assessments…it is well within reach!  Remember that commended performance is achieved when a student answers about 90% of the questions correctly.  More importantly, studies have shown that commended performance correlates to college-readiness, our ultimate goal for all students.

Kindergarten and first grade students also showed progress in a variety of literacy skills on the recent TPRI assessment.  In addition, 64% of our second grade students have met or exceeded our end-of-the-year fluency target of 117 wpm, a rate expected at the end of third grade.  We believe that this extra focus on fluency skills in second grade will help to increase performance as students begin to “read-to-learn” in third grade.
